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Introduction

In an effort to compensate for the imbalance in the number of postdoctoral recipients from the two member countries, BARD introduced in 1991, a program open only to established scientists who are citizens of the USA.  
The objectives are to promote cooperative agricultural research between Fellows from the United States and Hosts from Israel.  Such fellowships should provide BARD and its scientists with input into advanced research areas and enhance scientific cooperation.
